
 

Tennessee District Recruiting Contest 

For Current Members of Tennessee GWRRA 
These Procedures are effective 1 January 2012 

Purpose  
 These guidelines establish procedures for participation in the Tennessee District Recruiting Contest for 2012. These 
guidelines further provide criteria for recognition of current Tennessee GWRRA members in their recruiting efforts by providing 
specific awards quarterly & at the end of the contest period.  
 
Scope  
 This recruitment program is a Win‐Win for the participants, their Chapters, their District, their Region & GWRRA as a whole. 
This recruitment program is targeting ‘New TN‐Members’. All current TN‐GWRRA members may participate in this contest. Only 
new TN‐Member recruits will count in this contest. Contest begins January 1, 2012 and ends December 31, 2012.  
 
Participation/Submission Requirements  

 Current TN‐GWRRA members are to use the GWRRA Membership applications for all newly recruited TN‐GWRRA members.  

 It is the participant’s responsibility to ensure that the application form is completely filled out to include both the recruiters 
name & GWRRA Membership number.  

 The original application form should be mailed to GWRRA. Note: It is permissible to call this information in to GWRRA.  

 Once a member has been selected as a quarterly winner, they will be ineligible for participating in the remaining quarters of 
that year. However, that member still remains eligible for the annual award.  
 
Awards  
 Quarterly: The current TN‐GWRRA Member that has recruited the most new TN‐GWRRA Members will be awarded a one 
year GWRRA membership renewal.  
In the event that the winner is a Life Member—that winner will receive 1 Wing Ding Registration  
  
 Annual: The current TN‐GWRRA Member that has recruited the most new TN‐GWRRA Members for the entire contest 
period will be awarded a three year GWRRA membership renewal.  
 In the event that this winner is a Life Member—that winner will receive 2 Wing Ding Registrations & $50.00  
 
Scoring  
• Scoring will be completed by the 10th of each month following that quarter. (April 10th, July 10th, October 10th, and January 10th)  
• Participants scores will be based on total number recruited and processed for that contest period (quarter, Annual); one point for 
each New TN‐GWRRA Member recruited.  
• Both Family memberships and Individual memberships count as one recruitment credit (this is the same policy as outlined in the 
GWRRA National Chapter Recruitment Contest).  
• Verification will be accomplished by: Use of a Recruitment report generated by National GWRRA.  
 
 
Notification  
 Winning Current Tennessee Members will be notified at the next available Tennessee District Event (ex. Winter Event, 
Spring Fling, District Picnic, and TN Ops Meeting).  
 
Tie Breaker  
 In the event that two or more members are tied, there will be a drawing between those members to determine the winner.
